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Nursing (RN) Program Time Commitment – Comparison of 4-semester and 8-semester options 

Please note, students are admitted to a Cohort. Seats available in each Cohort vary. Admission is 
selective and NOT guaranteed. 

4- semester Day Option – Please note Day means that MOST hours occur during the day. Class will be 
offered during the day, however, due to smaller clinical group sizes, clinical will have some evening 
offerings. Offered on Gettysburg, Harrisburg, and Lancaster Campus 

• Day program courses are offered in 7-week “mini-mesters”. 

• Time commitments for nursing students will vary according to the campus and the semester. 

o Class: 2 to 4 hours of theory two to three days each week 
o Clinical or Clinical Lab experiences: 6 to 7 hours of clinical experiences, two days each week 
o In some cases, the clinical experiences will be scheduled during the day, as early as 6:30 am, or 

during the evening as late as 10:00 pm. 

o Nursing Simulation Lab practice is in addition to these experiences and will consume many 
additional hours each week. 

o For each hour in class, the student should expect to spend 3 hours outside of class for 
preparation, assignments, and study time. 

 

4- semester Weekend Option (Harrisburg Campus ONLY)– This program is designed for second degree 
students who have completed all of the general education requirements, for returning LPN’s seeking to 

advance their degree who have completed most or all of the general education requirements or for any 
student who has completed most or all of the general education requirements. 

• Time commitments for this option include: 

o Class: 8 am to 3 or 5 pm on Fridays in the fall and spring 
o Class: 8 am to 3 or 5 on Thursdays in the summer 
o Clinical: Saturday and/or Sunday from 6:30 am to 3:30 or 5:30 pm. 
o Additionally, students in this program who have not completed all the general education 

requirements will need to take courses during the week. 
o Nursing Simulation Lab practice is in addition to these experiences and will consume many 

additional hours each week. 
o For each hour in class, the student should expect to spend 3 hours outside of class for 

preparation, assignments, and study time. 

 
8- semester Option: This program is designed for working students. To qualify for financial aid, 
students must take general education courses along with Nursing courses. This program will take 8 

consecutive semesters (including summers) to complete as compared to 4-semesters in the traditional full-time 
program. 

 
• Day/Evening #1: Classroom Theory 

o Currently all students in the program attend one lecture class together on their respective 
campuses: 

▪ One evening per week (Gettysburg, Harrisburg, Lancaster and York) 
▪ One day per week (York Campus ONLY) 

o Classes can start as early as 3 pm and run as late as 11 pm, depending on the Campus. 
o Nursing Simulation Lab practice is in addition to these experiences and will consume many 

additional hours each week. 
o For each hour in class, the student should expect to spend 3 hours outside of class for 

preparation, assignments, and study time. 

• Day/Evening #2: Clinical 

o Currently all students in the program attend one clinical day per week. 
▪ The total Cohort group is divided into smaller groups for clinical. 
▪ Clinical groups have a max of 8 students to 1 instructor ratios. 

o Clinical can start as early as 3 pm and run as late as 11 pm. Times may vary slightly depending 
upon the clinical rotation and Campus. 

o This second evening is a combination of skill training which takes place on campus and clinical 
rotation. 

• Summer Session: 

o Summer is a 12-week semester, vs a 15-week semester. 



o Hours for summer semesters are 3 – 11 p.m

The complete program is available only at the Lancaster, Harrisburg and York campuses. Prerequisites offered at all other campuses and on-line. 

 

Practical Nursing Program Time Commitment 
This program is offered in 4-consecutive semesters. The program is a 5-day a week time commitment in the 
fall and spring and a 4-day a week time commitment in the summer. 

• Theory is typically held 2 days a week and requires from 4 to 8 hours each day on campus 

• Clinical is typically held 3 days a week and requires from 7 to 8 hours each day at clinical 

• The PA State Board of Nursing (PASBON) requires 600 theory hours and 900 clinical hours. This 

program follows PASBON requirements. 

• For students seeking advanced standing/placement into the Associate Degree RN program, this 
program is 100% stackable. This means that all credits will transfer between programs. 

o Students will complete a request for Advanced Standing Form with the Director of Programs on 
the Campus of choice. 

o Students must meet the minimum TEAS score of 70 required by the AD-RN program. 
o Students must successfully complete the PN program and obtain licensure in the State of PA as 

an LPN. 
o Placement is based on available seats. 
o Upon acceptance, students must complete all general education requirements for the Associate 

Degree-RN program. 
o Students will complete NURS240, NURS241, NURS250 and NURS251 in the Associate 

Degree-RN program to graduate with an Associate Degree. 
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
